Jozsef Horvath began playing the double bass at the age of ten.

In 1995, he was admitted to the Double Bass Department of the National Institute for Culture (OSZK),
where he studied under renowned bassist Janos Egri.

After two years of intensive training, he also started learning to play the bass guitar on a self-taught
basis.

He made his first professional appearance with the band of one of Hungary’s jazz veterans, Jend
“Csibe” Balogh.

This marked the beginning of a series of live performances, including an early opportunity to perform
with the legendary Béla Szakcsi Lakatos.

Later, he formed a band called 7rio Heaven with his young musician friends.
With this group, he won first place at the 1998 MAY Jazz Competition, his first major contest.

In 2000, he was invited to perform by jazz pianist Arpad Olah Tzumo, joining his band and
achieving significant success both in Hungary and abroad.

In the summer of 2001, they won a prestigious jazz competition in Vilshofen, Germany.
